The adjective deliberate /dr'lzbarat/ and the verb deliberate /d1libarert/ are
called heteronyms. They are words that are spelt exactly the same way but
have different meanings and pronunciations.

lead v /li:d/ lead n /led/
to guide, direct, or show the way a soft, heavy metal
tear v /tea/ tear n /tia/
to pull or rip something apart a drop of liquid that comes from the eye
bow v /bau/ bow n /bau/
to bend the head or upper body as a a knot tied with two loops and two loose
greeting or sign of respect ends
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Meaning: in or to another place

H grabv /graeb/
Meaning: to take hold of something quickly
Example: “Someone just grabbed my bag and ran off with it!”

‘Grab’ can also be used as a casual expression meaning to get
something to eat or drink quickly.

“We’ve got 30 minutes before the next meeting - should we go and
grab a coffee?”

n urge v /3:d3/
Meaning: to strongly recommend or encourage
Example: “The government urged the public to remain calm.”
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‘Urge’ is a formal word often used in news reports or official
statements. It's similar in meaning to ‘recommend’ but stronger.

Meaning: a live musical performance or concert

“I've just bought tickets for the Coldplay gig in

Example:
xamp September.”

‘Gig’ is typically used for popular music concerts like pop, rock or jazz,
rather than classical music performances.

Meaning: to hold onto something tightly

“He always clings to his girlfriend's arm when they

Example: watch horror films together.”

The adjective ‘clingy’ /'klini/ describes a person who depends on
another person too much and lacks independence.

Sara is a clingy child - she never leaves her mother’s side.

Meaning: to speak quickly and unintelligibly

‘Gabble’ is often used with the prepositions ‘on’ and ‘away’.

| have to admit, | tend to gabble on a bit about Spain.

Meaning: to manipulate someone psychologically
“The boss made a mistake and then gaslighted me
Example: : e ”
Into thinking it was my fault!

The term ‘gaslight’ comes from the 1930s British play "Gas Light" in

which a man manipulates his wife into believing she has a mental
illness.

Notice | wrote ‘gaslighted’ in my example, not ‘gaslit’ - that's a
common mistake!
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Meaning: to abruptly end communication without explanation

“We chatted online for over a year and then she

Example: completely ghosted me.”

‘To ghost’ is a relatively new term often used in the context of online
relationships or dating, but it can also apply to friendships or
professional relationships.

n finicky adj /finiki/
Meaning: fussy
Example: I'm a bit finicky when it comes to coffee, so | always

buy from the same independent coffee shop.”

Meaning: requiring a lot of attention to detail

“Can you help me put this shelf together - it's a bit

Example: finicky.”
n situationship n / sttfu'exfnfip/
‘ Meaning a relationship that's undefined or between stages
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“I'd love to move things on from being in a
Example: situationship to actually being boyfriend and
girlfriend.”

‘Situationship’ is a blend of the words ‘situation’ and ‘relationship’
and is becoming increasingly common in modern dating terminology.

Meaning: discrimination against people with disabilities

“As a wheelchair user, Sally is forced to face ableism

Example: on a daily basis.”

The word ‘ableism’ draws attention to unacceptable attitudes and
behaviors towards people with mental and physical disabilities.

Meaning: fear of not having access to a mobile phone

“She has a severe case of nomophobia - she can't go

‘Nomophobia' is a combination of ‘no mobile phone’ and ‘phobia’,
describing the fear or anxiety people experience when they don't have
access to their mobile devices.
